Details of the 200 nominees and their success stories, which were developed by a team of
over 100 local university, polytechnic, Institute of Technical Education (ITE) and junior
college students, have been posted online via the SOE Web site (www.soe.org.sg) to enable
voters decide who they should be voting for. Through these success stories, the Spirit of

Enterprise hopes to inspire and instill a sense of entrepreneurial spirit in the voters.

Commenting on the overwhelming response to this year’s awards, SOE Chairman Richard Eu
said, “We are thrilled to know that the number of votes received for this year’s awards so far

have skyrocketed to a new record high, significantly surpassing previous years. For those who
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have yet to cast their votes, we urge them to hurry and do so before the closing date, as well
as go through the success stories of these budding entrepreneurs and in turn get inspired by

their perseverance and enterprising spirit.”
